Report of the Libyan Arab Jamahiriya on implementation of the United Nations Programme of Action to Prevent, Combat and Eradicate the Illicit Trade in Small Arms and Light Weapons in All Its Aspects submitted pursuant to General Assembly resolution 64/50

The Libyan Arab Jamahiriya is greatly concerned by the illicit trade in small arms and light weapons and recognizes that such trade has serious consequences for national, regional and international peace and security. In keeping with its desire to suppress this scourge, the Jamahiriya has enacted a number of laws and regulations that prohibit the possession, import, manufacture, transfer or diversion of small arms and light weapons.
I. National legislation

· Law No. 48 (A.D. 1956), promulgated on 23 September A.D. 1956, amending certain provisions of the Penal Code
· Code of Criminal Procedure, promulgated on 28 November A.D. 1953, and laws supplementary thereto

· Arms, Ammunition and Explosives Act, promulgated on 13 May A.D. 1967

· Law No. 7 of A.D. 1981 regarding the possession of arms, ammunition and explosives

· Law No. 29 of A.H. 1423 (A.D. 1994) regarding hunting weapons and ammunition

· Law No. 11 of A.D. 1971 regarding civil defence

· Law No. 37 of A.D. 1974 regarding the military penal code
· Law No. 1 of A.H. 1429 regarding criminal procedure

· Law No. 22 of A.H. 1428 regarding the provision of guard and security services
II. Decisions, regulations and administrative directives
1. Decision No. 32 (Secretary of the Interior) of A.D. 1975 to temporarily suspend trade in firearms with rifled barrels (hunting weapons) and ammunition for such firearms.
2. Decision No. 600 (Secretary of the General People’s Committee for Justice and Security) of A.H. 1423 (A.D. 1994) regarding applications for permits to carry hunting weapons and ammunition for such weapons.
3. Regulatory standards are in line with international standards and regulatory procedures are strict, systematic and founded in law.
4. The Secretariat of Justice and the Secretariat of Security are the relevant regulatory entities that submit draft legislation to the People’s Congresses for adoption.

Measures to prohibit the manufacture, stockpile, transfer and possession of light weapons:
1. Under the law, only the State may purchase, store, transfer or possess weapons.
2. The manufacture of weapons is prohibited in Libya unless done in accordance with the Arms, Ammunition and Explosives Act.
3. No person may carry or possess light weapons without authorization. Permits are issued by the Armed Peoples on Duty to its members and by the General People’s Committee for Public Security to police officers, judicial officials and prosecutors. Persons who manufacture or possess weapons without permission are investigated and prosecuted in accordance with the Penal Code, the Code of Criminal Procedure and other relevant laws. The applicable penalties are imprisonment for a fixed term, imprisonment for life or a death sentence. Custodial sentences are implemented under the supervision of a judge or prosecutor. The death penalty is carried out in accordance with Law No. 14 of A.H. 1428 and the Penal Code, amended article 19. The condemned are executed by firing squad in accordance with legally established procedures.
· Domestic laws and standing orders regulate the handling of weapons and ammunition by authorized persons.

· No person may possess ammunition without first obtaining a permit to carry a weapon. Permits are issued only to members of the Armed Peoples on Duty, police, body guards of important officials, judicial officials and prosecutors.
· The following are considered light weapons: all types of explosive, smoke bombs, flare shells, concrete nail guns and nails used by such devices, fireworks and hunting weapons or ammunition for such weapons. Those items are imported exclusively by the Security Supplies Company in accordance with resolution No. 16 (2006) of the General People’s Committee for the Economy and Trade. It should be noted that the Security Supplies Company no longer imports hunting weapons or ammunition for such weapons. 
· The Government does not require manufacturers to apply markings to weapons because no weapons are manufactured in the Jamahiriya. 
· Strict measures are in place to control illegal weapons. Persons who are discovered in possession of illegal weapons are investigated, prosecuted and punished in accordance with the relevant provisions of the Penal Code and the Code of Criminal Procedure.
· The Jamahiriya participates in several initiatives launched by the League of Arab States and the Council of the Arab Ministers of the Interior to combat the illicit trade in small arms and light weapons. It has also concluded agreements in that regard with neighbouring States in the Sahel and the Sahara as well as with the African Union.
· Training in stockpile security and inventory management is the responsibility of specialized units of the Armed Peoples on Duty and the General Secretariat of Public Security. Training is provided by specialized instructors and all stockpiles are managed in accordance with international standards.
· The security apparatus of the Libyan Arab Jamahiriya is capable of exercising control over small arms and light weapons and there are no shortcomings in its relevant laws.
